TINY TOWN PROFESSIONAL DAY CARE CENTRE’S POLICY

ARRIVAL :-  

Between 7am and 8:15am

DEPARTURE :-


Half Day

Between 1pm and 2pm

Full Day

Between 4:30pm and 6:00pm

The morning program is complex and carefully planned.  The child is guided through different activities which are designed to nurture his / her development.

A late arrival or early departure causes a child to miss part of the structured programme and also disrupts the smooth running of the school.

2. The primary goal of the Centre is to foster the physical, intellectual and social development of your child, as well as the emotional development.  Children should therefore be brought to and fetched from school each day by a parent or guardian.

Prior arrangements must be made with the Manageress / teacher if anyone other than a parent or guardian is to transport your child.

3. The Manageress and office must be informed of all lift club arrangements and notified of any changes to these arrangements.

4. Please telephone the school before 8:15am if your child is unable to attend school.  

5. A copy of your child’s immunisation record must be supplied.

INFECTIOUS DISEASES :-

The regulations of the local medical officer of health are to be adhered to.  Particulars about the isolation of patients will be displayed on the noticeboard.

A sick child or a child showing signs of illness may not be brought to school until he is fully recovered.


No medication designed for symptomatic relief will be administered at school.

Governmental regulations stipulate that a health certificate must be supplied following an infectious disease.


LICE :-


No child will be permitted to attend school with head lice or until the hair is 

totally free of lice.

PUPIL’S CLOTHING :-

1. Children should be dressed in clothing that they can put on and remove easily.  This encourages independence and minimises toilet accidents.

2. Please dress your child in clothing that allows for easy movement.

3. The school will not be liable for clothes that become soiled or torn during the day.

4. Please MARK ALL clothing and shoes.

SUNDRY :-

1. Trinkets, toys, sweets or money MUST NOT be brought to the Centre.  These inevitably cause strife amongst the children and are a source of concern for the teacher.  Please ensure that your child leaves these at home.

2. The school is a depot for all your waste material eg. Magazines, boxes, scraps of wool, corks, yoghurt cups etc.  These are all put to good use and would be greatly appreciated.  There is a bin provided where all waste materials can be deposited.

3. BIRTHDAYS :-

Parent’s are most welcome to supply eat’s of their choice for their child’s group on his / her birthday.  Parent’s are encouraged to attend the birthday ring that will be held especially for the child.  Please contact the teacher to plan the date and time of the “ring”.

4. A Christian value system is taught through suitable stories and songs.
